Tips for Reading Fluently
1. Pay attention to ending punctuation. 


- This includes periods (.), question marks (?), 

        and exclamation points (!).

- Period (.) = come to a full stop

- Question Mark (?) = read in a questioning voice

- Exclamation Point (!) = read with enthusiasm (The   

   character may be surprised, angry, shouting, etc.)
2. Be aware of the first word in the sentence. That will 
    often give you a hint about what kind of sentence it is.

- Example: Question sentences often begin with 

       words like: Who, What, When, Why, Where, How, Can, 

       Are, and Will

3. Pay attention to mid-sentence punctuation.


- Mid-sentence punctuation is punctuation in the middle of

        a sentence.  The most common kind of mid-sentence

        punctuation is a comma(,).  A comma tells you to take a 

        brief pause.  Parentheses ( ) often tell you a word 
        meaning or give you an extra piece of information. 
4. Read it like you would say it.


- Punctuation often gives you clues about how you should

       say something.  Think about how YOU would say

       something - then read it like that.

5. Look at the pictures on the page first, then read.

6. Listen to a model reader, read a small part (a paragraph) of

    a book or article, then you try it.  Reread, and try it again.

    You will notice you read it better and better each time!!!
